Job’s Development through the Speeches

Job 2 Wife says “curse God and die”.  3 friends sit in silence for 7 days.

Job 3 Job feels God is out to punish him.  In the past, Job lived in fear of God’s punishments

Job 4 Eliphaz says “now it’s your turn Job”. God blasts away the wicked. 
Job 4 Eliphaz claims God is so far beyond everyone, He doesn’t even trust His angels.
Job 5 Eliphaz sees the wicked and curses them. Don’t despise God’s chastening for your sins!

Job 6 Job feels God is punishing him too much….no hope in sight … wants to die
Job 6  Job says 3 friends are no help. Job was hoping for their devotion to him.
Job 6 Job asks 3 friends for help to understand why this is happening
Job 7 Job complains to God to leave him alone.  Complains that God tests men every moment.
Job 7 Job complains that God is targeting him. Job has no loving relationship with God

Job 8 Bildad states Job and his kids got what they deserved from God.
Job 8 Bildad claims the past proves that the wicked are cut down & the righteous blessed

Job 9 Job wants to reason with God, but knows God will overwhelm him
Job 9 Job despairs that God destroys the guiltless and wicked, He mocks despair of innocent
Job 9 Job is frustrated that there is no mediator between him and God who can lay hand on both
Job 10 Job pleads with God to explain why God is punishing him. 
Job 10 Job feels God hunts him like lion, witnesses against Job, is angry at Job

Job 11 Zophar state God is punishing Job less than he deserves for his sins, so quit complaining!
Job 11 Zophar tells Job to just confess his sin, and then God will bless him like before

Job 12 Job realizes that many times the wicked prosper and God is responsible
Job 13 Job already knows what 3 friends say.  He wants to reason with God
Job 13 Job challenges his friends that they smear him with lies.  They don’t speak for God
Job 13 Job confident of his innocence & that God will eventually clear him
Job 13 Job asks God to withdraw His hand from Job & speak to Job without scaring him
Job 13 Job thinks God considers him His enemy & He remembers Job’s sins in his youth
Job 14 Job wants to die in grave till God’s wrath is past & then be resurrected to be justified

Job 15 Eliphaz says Job’s useless words show he has no wisdom. Job’s sin makes him twist the truth.
Job 15 Eliphaz again says God puts no trust in His angels & even the heavens are not pure in His sight
Job 15 Eliphaz claims he’s right based on 1) what he’s seen, 2) wise men’s testimony, 3)Truth not contaminated by foreigners
Job 15 Eliphaz says the wicked live in fear all their days of the coming punishment
Job 15 Eliphaz summarizes the things that happen to wicked men – applies it to Job personally

Job 16 Job calls 3 friends miserable comforters. Says if roles reversed, Job would comfort them
Job 16 Job says God has witnessed against him to everyone. Thinks God hates him.
Job 16 Job thinks God turned him over to the wicked, targets Job, pierces his heart, God has no pity
Job 16 Job convinced he has a witness in heaven who will argue against God
Job 17 Job wants to be justified by God before his community after he dies.
Job 17 Job is worn out & humiliated by God. Upright men are questioning why and will grow stronger
Job 17 Job is sad he will die and not see his justification in this life

[bookmark: _GoBack]Job 18 Bildad doesn’t respond to anything Job said, just re-states that he is right

Job 19 Job reproaches friends for tormenting him.  Claims God has wronged him.
Job 19 Job says there is no justice for him. God has wrath against him & counts Job as His enemy
Job 19 Job feels God has ruined his life & family
Job 19 Job asks friends to have pity on him because God wrongfully persecutes Job
Job 19 Job wants his words written down to justify him after he dies
Job 19 Job is confident that his redeemer lives and will justify him before God at resurrection
Job 19 Job warns friends that God will be angry at them when God is informed

Job 20 Zophar heard Job’s rebuke, but just re-states that the wicked will be destroyed in this life

Job 21 Job pleads with friends to listen & consider his argument
Job 21 Job sees that the wicked do what they want & resist God, and God allows it
Job 21 Job considers how often the wicked are destroyed.  Friends say God punishes their kids
Job 21 Job pleads that someone teach God how to judge the wicked – He doesn’t do it consistently
Job 21 Job challenges friends to ask around. They will find many evil men are spared calamity

Job 22 Eliphaz makes many terrible false accusations about Job to explain why Job is suffering

Job 23 Job wants his day in court. God will have to listen to him. Job will be delivered from God
Job 23 Job can’t find God, but God finds him.  Job declares his innocence
Job 23 Job will be terrified by God, but he will not be silenced
Job 24 Job claims God doesn’t hold the wicked accountable for their oppression of others
                   Or for their evils during the night
Job 24  Job says friends claim the wicked are destroyed quickly, but God prolongs their lives

Job 25 Bildad re-states Eliphaz’ over exaggerations about God’s purity compared to all else

Job 26 Job sarcastically praises Bildad for his wonderful comfort and  wisdom!
Job 26 Job acknowledges the greatness of God in the little we understand
Job 26 Job is frustrated that although God is great, He does not let us understand Him
Job 27 Job feels God has taken away his justice & refuses to agree with friends
Job 27 Job feels friends are his enemy, losing patience with them for not listening
Job 27 Job Summarizes the 3 friends view
Job 28 Job laments man cannot find God’s wisdom, just left with fear of the Lord is wisdom
Job 29 Job recounts the days when God watched over him & he was respected
Job 29 Job remembers his good deeds in the good old days
Job 30 Job laments that now young outcasts laugh at him, because God has humbled him
Job 30 Job blames God for his sad state & feels God is cruel to him
Job 31 Job claims to be innocent of whole list of sins – describes his righteousness
Job 31 Job longs for God to listen. Wants the indictment against him. 
Job 31 Job declares that when his day comes, he’ll approach God like a prince to present his defense
