»0On Thursday 23 June 2016
the United Kingdom had a
referendum on whether
the UK should leave or
remain in the European
Union.

»The Leave side won by
nearly 52% to 48% - 17.4m
votes to 16.1m.

Tarshish is a merchant power
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“The burden of Tyre. Howl, ye
ships of Tarshish; for it is laid
waste, so that there is no
house, no entering in: from
the land of Chittim it is
revealed to them” Isaiah 23:1

»Over 20 nations traded with
Tyre (see Ezekiel 27), but
Tarshish is singled out in
Isaiah 23 as the nation most
effected by Tyre’s downfall.

» Tarshish’s heavy reliance on
trade shows that it was a
merchant power.

Tin deposits in western Europe

» Tin together with silver, iron, and lead have been
found in England, France and Spain.

» By the end of the bronze age (approx. 1200BC) Brittany ——
England became the predominant source of tin

* “In the Early Bronze Age Spain was the principle
source of tin, however later tin deposits in Cornwall
were discovered and became the primary area for
good quality tin, causing Spain’s status to decrease
and Cornish tin to be used throughout Europe for
more than three-thousand years” Cleland 1927, 233
