Who knowing the judgment of God, that
they which commit such things are worthy
of death, not only do the same, but have
pleasure in (ESV “Approve of”) them that do
them.

PRINCIPLES:

¥ All male-male &
female-female
relations are broadly
condemned

¥ A Reprobate mind =
someone who rebels
against God by filling
their life with all types
of sinful indulgence

¥ Both those who
practice and approve
of these sins are
condemned



X All Bible teaching about marriage refers exclusively
to male/female, husband/wife unions

¥ The pursuit & practice of same-sex desire is always
listed among other ‘abominable’ sins that dishonor
God, oppose sound doctrine, and will exclude the
unrepentant from His Kingdom

¥ God holds any participant in same-sex sin
accountable

¥ Only the practice is condemned, never the
attraction or orientation

¥ God views same-sex sin as rebellion against his
purpose in designing humans, sex, and marriage
